RCP dominant L bursting 1706–1719 UTC from 18 to 31 MHz, vertex early arc.

Note apparent polarization shift with frequency; this is thought to be an artifact of the antenna array, beam steering, and 
off axis angle.  Effect seems to get worse as Jupiter’s transit elevation decreases. 

Jupiter was +30° to +34° off axis.

Jupiter was leading the Sun by 34°.

Jupiter’s location at midpoint of observed emission (1712 UTC)
